DEI-Informed Dialogic Pedagogy Teaching Statement:

Sharing your voice with others is at its core a brave action. When we sing for others using our bodies as our instruments, we open ourselves up to judgement not just of our artistry and technique, but also of our bodies themselves and the ways our communities and society has shaped them. As a voice teacher, I believe my role is to foster an environment where students feel empowered to share their voices and all the stories that have shaped that voice. My two guiding principles in this effort are: (1) each individual student is the expert on their own body; and (2) each student deserves dignity and respect for the ways in which their body, mind, and voice have been shaped by their lived experiences. When teaching, any assignments I give or technical suggestions I make will grow out of these principles in an effort to encourage students to take ownership over their voices and artistry and feel that their contribution to the singing arts is both celebrated and essential.
