These artifacts are planned based on Kaner (2007) readings on Facilitator’s Guide to Participatory Decision-Making. 
Artifact 1
Participation Formats 
Time: 15-20 minutes 
Listing ideas is one the icebreakers I intend to use for my classes, particularly when introducing new concepts or even when discussing a case study. For my writing class, I would like to encourage my students to think of what makes a good visual story. 
· -I’ll hang large sheets of paper on the wall, then I’ll explain the roles, a volunteer to document the answers from groups.
· Ask a clear question “what is visual storytelling?”
· Have people call out for ideas. 
· Summarize the findings. 
Artifact 2
Go-Around “round robin”
Times: 10-15 minutes 
A structured go around is an effective technique when used at the start of 60-75 minutes class. 
· I will use this technique as reflection at the start of a session after a production/field day of story materials’ collection. This technique give equal time/ room for my students who are less willing to break into class conversations. 
· Based on the room table settings. I’ll start off with “what things worked and things that didn’t work). 
· I’ll give clear instructions to urge students take their time to elaborate on issues. 

Artifact 3

The Gallery tour 
· I’ll present a speech story for about 10 minutes video. 
· Give flipcharts an markers fro each group to write down a good lead for this story and good quote. 
· Each group write their leads on the flipcharts with full punctuations. 
· I’ll handout sticker/ stars
· I’ll give all the groups to take 7 minutes to tour the posted flipcharts and paste starts and vote for the best lead. 
· I gave closing comments and feedback. 
Discussion Protocols. 
Artifact 4
Fishbowls 
Students experiment being part of the discussion and active listeners and note-takers. 
· I’ll organize an inner circle for 5 students to discuss what objectivity means in journalism. 
· The outsider group document notes (listening role). 
· I’ll give time for the first group and them ask to switch. 
· Feedback and reflections.
Artifact 5
Jigsaw
· Assign a documentary for a group of 3 students
· Students become an expert in the subject- Bring the major themes
· Merge groups and have each groups explain the subject
· Set up time for the activity 


Artifice 6
Chalk Talk

· Big paper: is a collaborative learning activity that engages students in silent. 
· I’ll place a large sheet of paper or pester board 
· I’ll write a central prompt in the Middle of the paper.
· I would call it graffiti (students can draw/ write pullout a quote or share an emotion). 
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
