Question Redesign
Original Question:
When asking students to look at the homework ahead, or think about a specific problem, I often ask “What details stick out to you in this question?” or “What do/did you think of…?”

Redesign #1:
In attempting to tap into the felt sense of students while completing homework, I could instead ask “what parts of this did you feel confident about? Which parts confused you?”

Redesign #2:
I hope to instead ask students to engage with problems from a more neutral ground, so we could move to “What is something you found interesting or challenging while completing this problem?” 

Bonus Redesign #3:
If I had students who demonstrated a willingness to engage on a somatic level, I can tap into the actual felt sense of students by asking them: 
“What are some parts of this assignment where you noticed yourself feeling, and what did that feel like?”
I expect the latter to produce responses about what it felt like to be ‘stuck’ at some point in a problem, and we can hopefully spring into talking about maneuvering that feeling.
