	Protocol 1 Protocol in Bold followed by justification, advantages, pitfalls 
· (protocol); Before class assignment - research a piece by an underrepresented composer - Individual Writing
· (Advantages); Begins the repertoire conversation thinking about what voices are underrepresented
· (Pitfalls); students may need more direction (like a list of composers or a website to a database) to find this music

	Protocol 2 Protocol in Bold followed by justification, advantages, pitfalls 
· (protocol); Tradeshow - each student presents their piece
· (Advantages); each student learns about many new pieces
· (Pitfalls); If the class is too small for tradeshow format, we would have to do a more traditional presentation format

	Protocol 3 Protocol in Bold followed by justification, advantages, pitfalls 
· (protocol); Structured Go-Around - each student discusses what they learned from this assignment focusing on the question “what would the music world miss without this person’s voice?”
· (Advantages); students will each get a moment to reflect on the activity
· (Pitfalls); students may not have familiarity with vocabulary to answer this question, it might be safer to just ask what they liked most about their piece
